The World Reimagined is a ground-breaking arts education project that aims to transform how we understand the transatlantic slave trade and its impact on all of us, in order to make racial justice a reality. Tributaries of Knowledge – Still We Rise by artist Bryony Benge-Abbott is inspired by the legacy of Kenyan environmental activist Wangari Maathai who fought injustice against environmental degradation as she understood the links between environmental and social justice and women’s rights way before the launch of modern-day environmental activities. In 2004, Wangari Maathai became the first African women and environmentalist to win the Nobel Peace Prize.
