Description:

Modal filters prevent motor vehicles from travelling
through a given point, while giving access to walking
and cycling.

Advantages:

A modal filter is a cost-effective way to reduce traffic on
a single street or — if designed holistically — across an
entire neighbourhood.

Disadvantages:

Modal filters are more effective when implemented

holistically across a neighbourhood. When installed
In 1solation modal filters could displace traffic onto
neighbouring streets.

Trial:

Modal filters can be trialled using low-cost materials
such as wooden planters.
